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COOPERATION AGREEMENT
between

State Autonomous Institution of Continuing Professional Education of the
Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) “Institute of Professional Education Development”,
represented by Ivanova Lilia Mikhailovna, the head of the Institute, acting under the
Statute, on the one hand, and Russian Institute of Tsinghua University, represented by
Liu Wei, the Secretary-General of the Russian Institute of Tsinghua University, acting
under the Statute, on the other hand, hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”, on the basis
of mutual interest in the development of bilateral relations, have concluded the
Agreement as follows.

1. BASIC PROVISIONS

I.1. The scope of this Agreement is to establish partnerships of the Parties in
establishment and realization of comprehensive training and internship programs,
aimed at the professional development of stuff, technological and IT entrepreneurship
for the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) brunches of economy.

1.2. Activities carried out under this Agreement must not contradict the
legislation of the Russian Federation and the People's Republic of China and are to be
agreed upon by the Parties in individual treaties.

2. COOPERATION FRAMEWORKS

2.1. The parties agree to promote cooperation by implementing the following
activities:

2.1.1. development of the comprehensive training programs, including the
module “Technological Entrepreneurship and IT” and further internships organization;

2.1.2. professional training of the regional management teams in the priority
industries of Sakha economys;

2.1.3. organization of joint programs and activities, aimed at achieving the scope
of cooperation of the Parties;

2.1.4. exchange of materials and information related to the area of cooperation of
the Parties;

2.1.5. conclusion of contracts aimed at achieving the scope of cooperation of the
Parties;

2.1.6. organization of other joint initiatives does not to contradict the legislation
of the Russian Federation and the People's Republic of China.




3. PROCEDURES OF PARTIES INTERACTIONS
3.1. This Agreement is free of charge and does not involve any mutual settlement.
4. FINAL PROVISIONS

4.1. The Agreement comes into force from the moment of signing and is valid for
5 (five) years.

4.2. The Agreement is to be automatically extended for the same period and on the
same terms, unless either Party sends, in 2 (two) months before the expiration of the
next period, a written notice to the other Party with its intention to terminate this
Agreement.

4.3. All changes to this Agreement are to be approved by the Parties in writing.

4.4. Early termination of the Agreement is possible if a written notice being
received no later than 1 (one) month before the termination of this Agreement.

4.5. Termination of this Agreement does not affect the implementation of ongoing
programs and activities, started under this Agreement, unless the Parties agree
otherwise.

4.6. This Agreement is drawn up in two copies (in Russian and English), having
equal legal force.
